At the close of each school year, in order to recognize a deserving Brother, one who sets an example for others, each chapter is to choose an Outstanding Student Member.  The chapter's choice will be based upon a Self‑Evaluation from each member of the chapter.  While the choice honors the Brother, more importantly, it promotes the welfare of the chapter by holding up a model for other chapter members.

This will be a valuable professional development experience for each student member.  As an engineer, you will often be called upon to document your professional activities and contributions.  This information is likely to be critical to the advancement of your career.  More than this, it can be valuable to you in assessing your personal progress in reaching the goals you have set for yourself.

It is worthwhile for us to consider our accomplishments not just to reflect on the activities of the past year, but to aid us in planning our goals for the year ahead.  The Self‑Evaluation is intended for personal benefit as well as helping achieve the objectives above.  Accordingly, the Schrader Award scoring sheet now allows points to a chapter based on percentage of its student members participating in this self-evaluation.

On the reverse side are offered some thoughts that are intended to assist you in documenting your contributions to Theta Tau for the past calendar year.  Members are encouraged to collaborate in recalling and recording one another's acts of service during the school year.

The Self‑Evaluation is to be given to the Chapter Regent by April 15.

The chapter shall select its Outstanding Student Member based upon the self‑evaluation of each member.  It is suggested that the chapter officers (as defined in Constitution, Article VIII, Section 1) select the member and obtain confirmation by the chapter through presenting to the chapter the name chosen together with a description of the member's service to Theta Tau during the school year.  By a majority secret vote of all the student members, the chapter confirms the choice.  Lacking this vote, the officers shall reconsider and propose another member for chapter confirmation.

To each chapter submitting the Outstanding Student Member Selection Certification Form (green colored) and forwarding all Self‑Evaluations for student members of the chapter to the Central Office by May 1, the national Fraternity will provide, for presentation to the chapter's Outstanding Student Member, a certificate and special award dangle to be worn on the badge's guard chain.
